Bishop Robert C. Schnase serves as Bishop of the Missouri Area of the United 
Methodist Church. Bishop Schnase was ordained Deacon in 1981 and Elder in 1986 in the 
Southwest Texas Conference. He is a graduate of Perkins School of Theology at Southern 
Methodist University in Dallas with a Master’s Degree in Theology, and is a Phi Beta Kappa 
graduate of the University of Texas at Austin with a B.A. in psychology. He has also studied 
Spanish for several summers in Central America.
  As a writer, Bishop Schnase has authored two books published by Abingdon Press, Testing 
and Reclaiming Your Call to Ministry, 1991, and Ambition in Ministry: Our Spiritual 
Struggle with Success, Achievement, and Competition, 1993. He worked as editorial consul-
tant for the New Interpreters Bible, and has contributed chapters to Weaver and Stapleton’s 
Reflections on Marriage and Spiritual Growth and Grand-Parenting and the Spiritual 
Journey. Bishop Schnase and his wife, Esther, have two sons, Karl and Paul.

Rev. Emanuel Cleaver III is the oldest of four children born to Dianne and Reverend 
Emanuel Cleaver II. He is a graduate of Philander Smith College where he received a B.A. in 
Political Science. He completed his Master’s of Divinity at the Methodist Theological School 
in Ohio in May of 1999. Reverend Cleaver accepted his calling into the ministry in 1995 and 
is an ordained Elder in the United Methodist Church. He has served as pastor of Longview 
UMC and St. Andrews UMC of Kansas City, MO. At St. Andrews he started a weekly radio 
ministry, prayer team and a monthly healing service. He is currently serving Centennial UMC 
in Kansas City, MO. Reverend Cleaver is a published poet. He is married to Sharon Locke 
and they have three children, Emanuel IV, Isaac and Alayna Yvonne.

Dr. Hal Knight III is the Donald and Pearl Wright Professor of Wesleyan Studies of 
Saint Paul School of Theology, Kansas City, MO. He has earned a B.A. from Emory 
University and a Masters of Divinity from Candler School of Theology, Ph.D. Emory 
University. Professor Knight teaches in the areas of Wesleyan Studies and contempo-
rary theology. His publications include: The Presence of God in the Christian Life, A 
Future for Truth, The Conversation Matters:Why United Methodists Should Talk with One 
Another (co-authored with Don E. Saliers), and Eight Life-Enriching Practices of United 
Methodists.  His latest work, Transforming Evangelism: The Wesleyan Way of Sharing 
Faith (co-authored with Douglas Poe) will be out in November 2006.  He is married to 
Eloise and they reside in Roeland Park, Kansas.
